5. There is a major difference between the service required for Star and Life and that
required for Eagle. In the first two, you can be a follower. For Eagle, you must be a
leader. You must plan, develop and give leadership to a project of help to your
church, school or community. The project must be of value when finished. Explain
to the board why you feel you are now prepared to begin an Eagle project.

6. Give a brief account of your accomplishments in your Leadership Position of:
